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Turning the United States Around

How America Can Do Its Part to Cut Global Warming Pollution

BALI, INDONESIA – While the U.S. Congress moves forward on clean energy, energy efficiency and a carbon cap, the Natural Resources Defense Council (NRDC) and the Union of Concerned Scientists (UCS) will review two new studies on what emission cuts the U.S. must make to avoid the worst impacts of global warming, and how these cuts can be accomplished with little cost to the U.S. economy.
