REDD has been recognized in the decisions adopted by Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) as having significant potential to mobilize benefits for biodiversity conservation and sustainable use, including for indigenous and local communities.

The Government of Norway has already taken significant steps towards combating deforestation in developing countries through an allocation of NOK 400 million for 2008. Through this fund Norway will help to build expertise and develop such methods in preparation for future negotiations on climate agreements in the UN
