SBSTA WORK PROGRAMME on POPULATION ?
· Only SRES scenarios with LOW  POPULATION PROJECTIONS achieve <2oC warming.

· Population Growth is reducing agricultural potential per capita in sub-Saharan Africa 5 TIMES FASTER than climate change.

· >200 million women want to avoid pregnancy but don’t use any effective means:  Meeting existing unmet demand for contraception would reduce 2050 population by AT LEAST HALF A BILLION.
· Combining family planning, education for girls and ending child marriage could reduce the 2050 population by AT LEAST ONE BILLION.
· Lower population could achieve 16% to 29% of the emissions reductions needed by 2050.

· Each $1 spent on family planning saves $2-6 on other development interventions.

· Current resource levels for family planning are failing to meet fertility reduction rates assumed in the UN Medium Projection.
             we are choosing an 11+ Billion world.
· Urbanisation increases per capita emissions. 
Rural overpopulation drives urbanisation.
