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This event brings together a multidisciplinary group of experts and policy makers to discuss the development and transfer of technology from the perspective of global regulatory frameworks. Panellists and participants will exchange views on relevant rules, mechanisms, experiences and challenges in promoting development and transfer of technology in the context of various international policy processes/fora with a view to derive lessons and implications for the climate regime. 

Key questions to be addressed include issues that have been recurrent in the climate negotiations - such as the role of IP, the analogy with the health sector, the approach under the Montreal Protocol as well as new models of innovation and technology development that may be relevant to the climate process. Participants will also discuss the governance of development and transfer of technology in the context of the WTO and WIPO, and consider their potential implications for the climate regime.
