National Action Plan on Climate Change
India is faced with the challenge of sustaining its rapid economic growth while dealing with  global challenge of climate change.  India released its National Action Plan on Climate Change on 30-6-2008 to outline its strategy to meet this challenge.  The Action Plan contains requisite steps to simultaneously advance India’s development and climate change related objectives of adaptation and mitigation of GHGs. 

Action Plan of India recognizes that climate change as a global challenge,  should be overcome through a global collaborative  and co-operative  effort based on equity.  This requires that production processes and the life styles across the globe should be sustainable.  In the long run, this can be achieved through long term convergence of per capita GHG emissions and equitable access to atmospheric resources.

 India has launched eight (8) National Missions in the areas of Solar Technology, Enhancing  Energy Efficiency, Sustainable Habitat, Water, sustaining the Himalayan Eco-system, Greening India, Sustainable  Agriculture and Building strategic  knowledge for climate change. In addition there are a number of other initiatives.

India’s action Plan also highlights the importance of international co-operation, which should aim at enhanced implementation of the UNFCCC covering all elements of the Bali Action Plan as  agreed by the Parties.
