Climate Vulnerabilities and Adaptation: Himalayas, urban & rural plains in India and Nepal
Extract: The Himalayan mountain range is known as “the water tank of Asia”, with direct water usage in the mountainous region and downstream plains. Consequently, the impacts of climate change for vulnerable communities across the Himalayan-Ganga basin imply fundamental impacts on livelihoods (glaciers melting, dislocated villages, increasing prevalence and severity of floods and droughts). However, some adaptive pilot activities have proven to be successful, such as artificial glaciers, changing crop patterns and innovative pest control.
