Green Investments Online in Sweden 

- Online directory of climate measures mirrors the 
level of carbon dioxide emissions 

One main purpose of the Swedish Climate Strategy is to use information in order to raise the level of knowledge concerning the climate issue. As a part of this, the Swedish Environmental Protection Agency has developed a web-based directory of green investments in Sweden. This directory, called MIR, is based on investment programmes carried out with government grants. 
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The online directory was published in Sweden in September and will now be presented to the international community at the United Nations Climate Change Conference in Montreal on November 30 as part of a Swedish side event. 

The Swedish parliament has set aside SEK 6.2 billion for Local Investment Programmes (LIPs) and SEK 1 billion for Climate Investment Programmes (Klimps). The current position is 258 investment programmes in more than half of Sweden 's municipalities. The programmes consist of more than 2200 climate-related and environmental measures. The programmes are expected to substantially reduce greenhouse gas emissions and help attain the 15 national environmental quality objectives. The current figure in MIR, showing the expected carbon dioxide emissions, is 2.7 million tonnes per year. 

“Many municipalities in Sweden have a firm commitment to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and there is great potential in the work being carried out by local actors. With MIR, those who work on these issues can obtain information about different initiatives and their environmental effects. Our intention is to inspire more actors to continue improving our environment and reducing greenhouse gas emission,” says Gunnel Horm, Head of the Division for Investment Programmes at the Swedish EPA. 

The information in MIR comes from applications and final reports in the LIP and Klimp databases. When an investment programme is finished and the Swedish EPA has evaluated the final report, the information in MIR is updated. This means that the information in the application is replaced with information from the final report. Therefore , MIR is constantly changing towards higher accuracy .
