Climate change has profound impacts on developing countries in particular.  Developing countries face multiple challenges of addressing climate change together with achieving sustained socio-economic development and eradicating poverty.  It is widely agreed that science and technology could play a significant role in meeting the specific needs and concerns of developing countries arising from the adverse effects of climate change and/or the impact of the implementation of response measures.

The side event aims to discuss key issues of promoting South-South science and technology cooperation on climate change.  Following three topics will be discussed at the side event/workshop: 

1. Technology needs of developing countries in different categories, the supply of cost-effective technologies (environmental-friendly, affordable, applicable, practicable, oriented towards end-user and local application, easy to absorb, operate and maintain, conducive to building local capacity) from other developing countries, and a mechanism for south-south cooperation on technology development and transfer; 

2. Technology needs of Africa, especially least developed countries and those particularly vulnerable to the adverse effects of climate change; 

3. South-South cooperation on climate change between technology suppliers (those countries with relatively more advanced R&D capability) and other developing countries with needs.
