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Nuclear power is a false solution to the climate crisis in both North and South. The 
Fukushima Nuclear Disaster has shown once again that the risks are too great, even in 
highly industrialized countries. Harnessing the atom as an energy source is dangerous and 
economically possible only with large subsidies.  
 
The best alternative, safe and democratic, is efficiency and the use of decentralized 
renewable energy sources. We will present and discuss measures for a sustainable energy 
future, and look forward to a good discussion.
