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Forest protection - scientific basis and policy implications for a post 2012 climate agreement

Expected Outcomes:

Forest Protection for Carbon Conservation 

• Provide new insight into the role of natural forests in storing and sequestering carbon. 

• The official release of an independent research report commissioned by The Wilderness Society Australia by Prof Brendan Mackey and colleagues at Australian National University, with new information that has the potential to significantly improve the global capacity to measure the carbon stored in natural forests and the CO2 emissions from deforestation and forest degradation. 

• Build the capacity of, and provide technical assistance that could help developing countries measure and monitor their forest carbon stocks and fluxes; so as to help achieve major reductions in CO2 emissions from deforestation and forest degradation. 

• Recognition of the significance of the carbon stocks in natural forests and highlight the role that Australia could contribute to in dealing with the global deforestation/forest degradation challenge. 

• Support for the role forests play as an essential component of a comprehensive solution to the global warming problem.
