DE-BRIEFING NOTES ON THE ISMUN-CYEN 1.5 DEGREE CAMPAIGN TO STAY ALIVE AT THE UNFCCC COP 24, KATOWICE, PRESENTATION.
On Thursday, December 6, 2018, the International Youth and Student Movement for the United Nations (ISMUN) together with Emory University, Colorado State University, and Clark University co-organized a side event entitled: Students and Youth Researching and Advocating for Climate Action, Equity, and Global Justice.  The information-sharing session on initiatives to involve faculty, students and staff—from activists to the disengaged to skeptics—in climate actions, main focus of discussion borders on strategies in communicating climate change to everyone and engaging them in mitigation/adaptation efforts.  Student leaders from 5-6 campuses internationally were invited to explain efforts ranging from water to food on their own campuses, to lead a Q&A and engage actively in the brainstorming session with the audience. 

The audience watched the inspiring campaign Video, 1.5 Degree to Stay Alive, produced by the Caribbean Youth Environment Network which is a regional ISMUN member organization.  Youth and student groups together with Small Island nations and other vulnerable countries were at the frontline of the campaign at the Paris climate conference to insist that the 1.5-degree target should be included in the Paris Agreement. As part of ISMUN’s presentations the audience listened to a video statement to the UN Human Rights Council by one of the coordinators of the ”1.5 Degree to Stay Alive” campaign from the Caribbean Youth Environment Network.
