At COP 24 in Katowice, Parties are expected to adopt an Action for Climate Empowerment (ACE) decision, which will be
a part of the work programme of the Paris Agreement. The draft decision recognizes the key role that ACE plays in
promoting changes in lifestyles, attitudes and behaviours needed to foster low-emission, climate-resilient sustainable
development. In addition, the decision encourages the integration of gender-sensitive and participatory education,
training, public awareness, public participation, public access to information and regional and international cooperation
into all mitigation and adaptation activities implemented under the Climate Change Convention and Paris Agreement,
including climate policies.

This high-level event during Education Day at COP 24 will bring together ministers of education and environment,
international organizations to discuss how education can accelerate the implementation of the Paris Climate Change
Agreement and the Sustainable Development Goals.
