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Summary: 

Global change calls for complex decisions and impact analyses that link interdisciplinary science, policy and civil society. The regional inter-governmental research networks, IAI and APN, will discuss joint capacity building for both science and policy sectors. 

IAI and APN conduct collaborative global change research and capacity building in the Americas and the Asia-Pacific region, respectively, to inform and advise regional policy-making. 

The complex decision processes and impact analyses needed for adaptation to global change require effective communication and integration between science and policy sectors. In this side event, scientists and governmental delegates will discuss how to foster a co-evolution of interdisciplinary science and cross-sector governmental communication towards the decision-making needed to effectively respond to Global Environmental Change, aiming at a new frontier in the integration of science into policy that is urgently needed under global change.
