Dr. Jan Kulczyk 
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Jan Kulczyk is one of the most successful investors and respected strategic partners for capital transactions in Poland and international markets. He established himself at a young age as one of Poland's foremost business entrepreneurs. Dr. Kulczyk has had a long-standing and close interest in the environment. He was deeply moved by the Chernobyl disaster and its tragic environmental consequences for the people of the region. This was one of the influences behind Jan Kulczyk's personal involvement in improving environmental awareness and standards within his companies. He is the Chairman of the Board for Green Cross International.
Bill Becker
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Bill Becker is the Executive Director of the Presidential Climate Action Project at the University of Colorado Denver. Previously he served as the director of the US Department of Energy's Central Regional Office, where he specialized in energy efficiency, renewable energy technologies and sustainable community development. In his diverse career, he has served as a war correspondent in South Vietnam, where he won a Bronze Star medal; writer/photographer for the Associated Press; associate director of the Wisconsin Energy Extension Service; research director for the Wisconsin State Senate; executive assistant to the Wisconsin Attorney General; Counsellor to the Administrator of the U.S. Small Business Administration in Washington, DC; and communications director for the Assistant Secretary for Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy. Becker's specialization in sustainable development began in the 1970s when he proposed and helped implement a pioneering project in which a Wisconsin community relocated from a floodplain and built the nation's first "solar village".

Giulietto Chiesa
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Giulietto Chiesa, a member of the European Parliament, serves on several environmental commissions and is internationally active on climate change issues. He is a member of the Committee on Legal Affairs, Delegation for relations with Afghanistan, and the Delegation to the EU-Russia Parliamentary Cooperation Committee. After achieving a secondary school-leaving certificate in classical subjects in 1960, Giulietto went on to become the National Vice-Chairman of the UGI (Union Goliardica Italian) in 1967, member of the National Secretariat of the FGCI, a professional journalist, held a position as the official correspondent to Moscow. 
Michael Liebreich
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Michael Liebreich is Chairman and Chief Executive of New Energy Finance, the leading independent provider of information and research to investors in clean energy and the carbon markets. New Energy Finance has 11 offices around the world, providing a range of newsletters, data, economic, policy and technology analysis and carbon price forecasting to senior decision makers. In addition, Michael helped to build over 25 companies as a venture capitalist, entrepreneur and executive and serves as a Member of the World Economic Forum’s Global Agenda Council on Alternative Energies, Advisory Board Member for the Energy and Climate Change working group for the Clinton Global Initiative (CGI) and Steering Group Member for a number of IEA RETD projects.

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Alexander Likhotal has served as the President and CEO of Green Cross International since 1996. During the time of Gorbachev's perestroika, already being a well-known expert in European security, he advised top Soviet leadership on foreign policy issues. In 1991 he was appointed Deputy Spokesman and Adviser to the President of the USSR. He holds a PhD in Political Science and History from the Moscow Institute of International Relations.
