Purpose





In its fourth assessment report the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change identified the building sector as having one of the highest greenhouse gas emission reduction potentials.  Yet the Kyoto Protocol has so far had very limited impact on this sector. At the same time there is a wide agreement among researchers and building experts that a range of options are available to achieve drastic emission reductions in this sector at low or no costs to society. Many of these could be directly or indirectly supported by the Kyoto Protocol. 





This side event will present in more detail barriers to, and opportunities for, achieving emission reductions in the building sector. The side event will also propose prospects for achieving a sector-wide response to measures that could be proposed under the Kyoto Protocol.  





The side event is organized by the United Nations Environment Programme in cooperation with the International Energy Agency, the Risoe Center on Energy Climate and Sustainable Development, and the World Business Council for Sustainable Development.
