Overview	


The axiom that two heads are better than one really is true when it comes to strengthening sustainable environmental management in a holistic way. Strategic alliances between institutions are a growing feature of sustainable environmental management. Such multi-institutional partnerships are necessary because it is increasingly clear that no one sector in society can address the complexities surrounding environmental issues on their own.  By thinking, planning, and working in partnership, institutions can accomplish goals that neither could achieve alone. 





Partners involved in a partnership voluntarily share risks, pool resources and talents in order to optimize the delivery of outcomes, which are viewed as mutually beneficial.  The parties in a partnerships recognize in their relationship a commitment to contribute complementary core competencies in order to achieve a more complete solution to a given issue or problem.  It is in this context that government institutions addressing UNCCD National Action Programmes (NAPs) in countries affected by desertification should work closely with those institutions implementing UNFCCC National Adaptation Programmes of Action (NAPAs) and synergize their activities. 





This side event aims at demonstrating the complementarity between NAPs and NAPAs and the importance of building synergies for their implementation.  It will also highlight the importance of mainstreaming NAPs and NAPs in sustainable environmental management to mitigate the effects of and enhance countries adaptation to climate change.  It will further provide the platform for countries to call for delegation of a clear mandate for the use of synergies in the implementation of the Conventions in affected countries.  The hypothesis underpinning a synergistic implementation of the Conventions is that a collaborative approach contributes more effectively towards achieving the desired results, whereas working separately; different sectors develop activities in isolation, sometimes in competition with each other and/or duplicating efforts and wasting resources
