	Annex I Parties compile there National Communications following comprehensive requirements set in two documents: 

· Guidelines for the preparation of national communications by Parties included in Annex I to the Convention (for Parties to the Convention)

· Guidelines for reporting supplementary information under Article 7, paragraph 2, of the Kyoto Protocol (for Parties to the Kyoto Protocol) 

	National communications submitted under the Convention includes the following chapters:
· National circumstances, 

· Policies and measures,
· GHG projections,
· Vulnerability and adaptation,
· Financial resources and technology transfer,
· Research and systematic observation,
· Education, training and public awareness.

	National communications submitted under the Kyoto Protocol, in addition to the information above submitted under the Convention, includes, among others, a description of the national system for preparation and management of GHG inventory, the national registry and supplementary related to the use of Kyoto Protocol mechanisms. 

	Due date for submission of the 5th National communication of Annex I Parties was 

1st of January 2010 

	Review

	Each National Communication submitted by Annex I Parties is reviewed in-country by an expert review team. 

	Expert review teams are composed from experts nominated by a Party to the UNFCCC roster of experts. The teams are set securing geographical balance and balance of experiences covering each section of the national communication. 

	Expert review teams provide thorough and comprehensive technical assessment of the national communications. The teams further assess completeness, transparency and timeliness of the reported information compared to the guidelines and provide recommendations on how to improve the reporting. 

	In 2010, 52 experts were involved in the reviews of the 5th National communication: 27 experts from non-Annex I Parties, 24 experts from Annex I Parties and 1 expert from an international organization.
