	Presentation of various Nordic climate related projects, including REClimate, a film project for young people, and a presentation of a seldom highlighted aspect, namely climate change and gender equality.

	Presentation of links between biodiversity and the climate, including the impact of climate change on fisheries and agriculture. A set of indicators will also be introduced, which make it possible to monitor alterations in nature due to climate change, e.g. starving ice bears and prolonged allergy periods.
	Presentation of Nordic projects concerning the Arctic, for instance a data animation of the expected ice melting in the Arctic region and a presentation of the Global Seed Vault in Svalbard, popularly referred to as the Doomsday Vault by international media.

	Presentation of mutual Nordic climate financing solutions. A prominent example is the Nordic Development Fund, which will donate approximately one billion Euros to climate projects in developing countries.

	Presentation of climate and energy research within the Nordic countries, including the Top-Level Research Initiative, one of the most extensive projects ever under the Nordic cooperation mantle.
