Objective: 
To present results and experiences from climate screening Danish development cooperation programmes and identify ways to improve the integration of climate change adaptation into the development process.
Background: 
Climate change screening of Danish development assistance began at the end of 2005. Since then, seventeen recipient countries (Bangladesh, Benin, Bhutan, Bolivia, Burkina Faso, Cambodia, Ghana, Kenya, Mali, Mozambique, Nepal, Nicaragua, Niger, Tanzania, Uganda, Vietnam and Zambia) have been examined in order to determine whether or not development assistance cooperation projects and programmes are ‘climate proof’.  
At this side event presentations will be made on the experiences gained and lessons learned as part of Danish efforts to integrate climate change into development cooperation programmes to ensure that adaptation to climate change is considered. The scientific integrity of climate screening as well as gaps that still exist in the collection, processing and dissemination of climate data as part of the climate screening process will also be addressed.
The side event will be an opportunity for developing country Parties as well as cooperating partners to share experiences on climate screening and how adaptation to climate change can be integrated into national and sectoral planning.
