Livestock, as part of global ecological and food production systems, are a key commodity for human well-being. Their importance in the provision of food, incomes, employment, nutrients and risk insurance to mankind is widely recognized. Livestock provide many services but use large quantities of natural resources and also produce significant amounts of GHGs. Considering that the demand for meat and milk is increasing rapidly, and that livestock is only one of many sectors requiring to grow to satisfy human demands, more trade-offs in natural resources use can be expected.
