MODELING OF POST-2012 CLIMATE POLICY SCENARIOS
The Pew Center on Global Climate Change is pleased to present the interim results of its modeling of post-2012 international climate change policy scenarios.  This modeling exercise, in collaboration with Battelle Memorial Institute, aims to illustrate and assess a range of options for configuring the post-2012 international climate architecture.  

Like other recent Pew Center work, this initiative builds on the consensus report of the Center’s Climate Dialogue at Pocantico, which urged engaging all major economies through a post-2012 framework integrating different types of mitigation commitments.  The analysis models six illustrative policy scenarios employing different combinations of emission targets, policy-based commitments, and sectoral agreements.  It projects emissions, economic, and technology effects, globally and by region, and atmospheric concentrations through 2095. 
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
